601 - Veuve Doussot                                       £45.00  
The very expression of Champagne. Fresh, superbly balanced and lively on the palate  
with delightful aromas gliding into a refreshing finish. 
 
602 - Veuve Doussot Rosé                     £49.95 
The delightful salmon pink colour gives way to aromas of red fruits. On the palate 
 it has clean ripe berry flavours with a crisp and balancing acidity. 
 
603 - Laurent-Perrier Brut       £49.95              
 A non- vintage champagne exemplifies the style of the House. Freshness and elegance, 
are showcased in the Brut L-P year after year. With 50% Chardonnay and up to 20% 
reserve wines to ensure consistency, this champagne is fresh and delicate with good 
complexity and a hint of citrus.   
 

                            604 - Laurent-Perrier Cuvée Rosé      £69.95           
Using the highest quality Pinot Noir grapes, this iconic rosé is one of the few rosé 
champagnes made by drawing the juice from black grapes in the vat, instead of 
blending red and white wines.

Ripe pear and pineapple aromas, mixed with butter and vanilla 

 
700 – Forge Mill Bush Vine Chenin Blanc,     £21.70 
Coastal Region, South Africa     
This is a modern style of Chenin Blanc with an abundance of tropical fruit  
aromas and flavours. Great by itself or with food.  
 

  701 - Chardonnay Reserva Sol de Andes, Chile             £24.95 
First class Chardonnay with just a touch of oak drinking well above its station.  
Delicious peach fruit with hints of nuts and butter with just a touch of vanilla. 
 

  702 - Sauvignon Bascand, New Zealand                                           £24.45  
This is a sensational Sauvignon Blanc, full fruited with exotic notes above the clean  
gooseberry aromas and flavours.

  705 - Rioja Tinto “Senorio Espiga”, Spain                   £20.10    

This easy drinking and well fruited Rioja is "sin crianza" - that is without oak thus  
allowing all the purity of the Tempranillo fruit to shine through. 
 

  706 - Malbec Chevalier Famaey, France              £18.75  
This great little wine has loads of black fruit flavours with spicy notes too and  
plenty of ripe tannin. 
 

  643 - Cotes Du Rhone Chateau St Roch, France             £25.45 
The aromas are those of black fruits with notes of spice and leather, plenty of power 
on the palate. 
 
652 - Chianti Colli Senesi, Italy       £25.10 
This cracking Chianti has a deep ruby red colour, a full and intense bouquet with  
notes of small wild red berries. 
 

  708 - Ribera del Duero Roble, Spain              £25.10 
This is a finely fruited wine with summer berry aromas with hints of mineral and  
vanilla. 

 
  709 - Valpolicella Ripasso, Italy               £22.80  
  The ripasso method of production delivers excellent berry fruit flavours to this  

wine with notes of fruit cake and cherry. Full flavoured on the palate with refined  
raspberry notes in the finish. 
 

  710 - Rioja Crianza Sierra Cantabria, Spain    £30.45  
  A clean and bright ruby-red colour with light but intense tones. Ripe fruit aromas  

are well balanced with complex spicy notes and elegant vanilla tones that persist. 
 
684 – Primitivo Alex & Mitch  Italy                 £17.95 
Long lasting generous fruity palate delivered from this excellent wine.

661 - Merlot Sol de Andes, Chile               £17.50  

 Red berry and plum fruit dominate with notes of tobacco and faint hints of spice. 
 
636 – Carmenere Sol de Andes Chile     £17.50 
An intense red purple in colour, in its aroma you will find chocolate, 
spices and blackberries 
 

  713 - Zinfandel Scotto, USA                £21.70  
  This wine gives mouthfuls of dark fruits with notes of chocolate. Spicy with hints of  

vanilla this is a wonderfully balanced wine that despite it’s power is surprisingly  
elegant in the finish. 

 
  641 - Guardian Peak merlot South Africa                           £22.90  
               Superbly balanced with fine grained tannins, elegant structure and a big juicy finish  

make this a very special wine. 
 

  714 - Pinot Noir Trentham, Australia             £25.50 
 Fresh mulberry backed by bramble gives a nice complex feel to the nose. There are  
layers of flavour on the palate some fresh red fruits filled out by sweeter black notes. 
 

  715 - Carmenere Gran Reserva Sol de Andes, Chile            £26.25  
  This Carmenere has an intense, deep red/ruby colour with violet highlights, complex  

aromas of figs, ripe black fruits, coffee, spices and toast. 
 

                             716 – Murphys Shiraz, South Australia             £24.90 
Great Aussie Shiraz that simply exudes ripe blackcurrant/blackberry flavours 
with a sweet, silky palate.
